Nursery  

Communication and Language 
• Sing a large repertoire of songs. Opportunities for learning may include weekly song linked to the key 

text added to the Nursery Song Sack.  
Expressive Arts and Design  
• Listen with increased attention to sounds. Opportunities for learning may include playing sound-

matching games.  

• Respond to what they have heard, expressing their thoughts and feelings. Opportunities for learning 
may include listening to music whilst painting or drawing.  

• Remember and sing entire songs. Opportunities for learning may include providing daily singing 
opportunities including sounds with actions to support memory.  

• Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person (‘pitch match’). Opportunities for learning may include 
adults supporting children to sing a range of songs e.g. ‘Rain rain’ uses a smaller pitch.  

• Sing the melodic shape (moving melody, such as up and down, down and up) of familiar songs. 
Opportunities for learning may include singing a range of nursery rhymes that include different 
melodies.  

• Create their own songs or improvise a song around one they know. Opportunities for learning 
may include children listening to songs without words.  

• Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas. Opportunities for learning 
may include children accessing a range of different musical instruments daily.  

 

Reception  

Communication and Language  
• Listen carefully to rhymes and songs, paying attention to how they sound. Opportunities for learning 

may include providing opportunities to clap out the beat structure of well-known rhymes and songs.  
• Learn rhymes, poems and songs. Opportunities for learning may include helping children to join in with 

refrains using call and response.  
Expressive Arts and Design  

• Create collaboratively sharing ideas, resources and skills. Opportunities for learning may include children 
working together to create a collective piece of music using a range of musical instruments.  

• Listen attentively, move to and talk about music, expressing their feelings and responses. 
Opportunities for learning may include introducing children to new music for example linked to 
story settings.  

• Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody. Opportunities 
for learning may include playing pitch-matching games.  

• Explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups. Opportunities for learning 
may include playing movement and listening games e.g. march to the sound of the drum and creep to 
the sound of the tambourine.
